Project Aim  

Tros Gynnal Plant has been working with children and young people in 

Powys for over 10 years. The Powys Advocacy project not only provides 

an independent advocacy service, but also facilitates the Eat Carrots be 

Safe from Elephants ð Powys Junior Safeguarding Children Board. It was 

through discussions with these young people that it was highlighted that 

there were very few participation opportunities for younger children, and 

they said they would have loved it if there was the Eat Carrots equivalent 

for them when they were of primary school age.... and so the Sparks 

project began!  

The aim of the Sparks project was to enable younger children to have a 

say in decisions that affect them and to ensure their voices were heard 

and respected (in accordance with Article 12 of the UNCRC).  In order to 

ensure that children also got something out of it (in accordance with 

Standard 5 of the National Participation Standards for Children and 

Young People) we wanted to ensure these sessions were fun and 

enjoyable. We therefore devised a range of dynamic and creative 

workshops which not only sought to consult with the children but also 

helped to increase their levels of confidence, develop their group work 

and communication skills and   provide a creative outlet to enhance the 

existing curriculum.  

Our workshops included creating digi -stories, poetry, a collection of 

audio stories, drumming, drama, art work and poster design and plenty 

of games.
